Why should I have my manuscript assessed?

Please secure your manuscript
with a rubber band.

Step 2: | Include a synopsis (up to one page) of your manuscript.

Step 3: | Keep a copy of your manuscript. The Manuscript Assessment Service will not take responsibility
for lost work.

Step 4: | The author’s name is not to appear anywhere on the manuscript. Please include a cover page with
your name for administration purposes only. The assessor may annotate your manuscript.

Step 5: | Attach payment to the booking form (see over).
Note: Assessments will only proceed if payment is included.

Step 6: | Check you have included your manuscript, synopsis, booking form and payment.

Your assessment will be concluded within four to six weeks, at which time we will post your manuscript back to
you. If you would prefer to collect your manuscript, please notify staff when lodging your assessment.

There can be no further correspondence involving advice or re-evaluation once your assessment has been
received.
